Set up for towing, not performance it
was gradually repurposed and became an immensely fun car to drive, except around
Wellington and simiiar places. Dismantled it now assists many other cars to stay on the road.
I was just looking at our Pukekohe lap times certificates from 2000, set in HOTO, whilst
looking for something else.

1974 Deluxe HA4915 Bold as Brass/Parchment 3 speed column auto 6. We bought this car off
my parents, some of a long list of previous owrrers.
