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CLUB TARGA NO 6
Owner: Roger Patton-Williams




Longtime club member Roger Patton-Williams acquired his Targa from Dennis
Woodwards in 1991. Unfortunately, he knows little or nothing of the cat’s history prior
to that year. However, Roger managed to locate the original owner’s handbook that
indicated the Targa was sold new on 21 November 1974 by Illich Motors, Como, to a Mr
D Hollingsworth of Thornlie. The car bears production No 17865 which suggests it was
built in late July of 1974.

At some point in its history the Targa was capped with a vinyl roof, and, as one of his
first tasks, Roger stripped the vinyl back to the bare metal and had the roof re-painted.
Over the years Roger has had the motor rebuilt and pistons re-bored 30 thou, the auto
transmission overhauled, the York air-cond compressor replaced, electronic ignition and
central locking fitted, and heavy-duty gas shock-absorbers installed. The cooling system
is ultra-efficient by Leyland standards with the help of electric fans replacing the original
viscose-coupling arrangement. Due to the original front seat upholstery being in poor
condition, Roger has had the car fitted with seats from a 2000 Falcon.

Roger reckons the vehicle has done around 190,000kms that includes his trips beyond
Port Hedland in the north of the state and Esperance in the east.

With his background in mechanics, Roger has been able to do most to the modifications
and repairs himself and as a result, has a fond regard for his old Targa.

Roger maintains his car in full registration as he likes to be able to use it as and when he
wishes.

The following feature originally appeared as one of a series of UK-sourced web pages some 12 years ago.
1t seems pertinent to include it as August 1974 probably saw the production of most P76 Targa Florios.
The comments matke for an interesting summary of the car from an English perspective.

Car of the month : August 2002

The Leyland P76 continues to command a strong and loyal following in Australia, but in the UK,
the car is practically unknown.

For those involved in trivia, it perhaps should be better known than it is because, in the modern era, it is
the only car to have been sold only under the Leyland marque. As can be seen from the P76 areas of
the site, what emerged from Leyland-Australia was not only good looking (thanks to Michelotti), but
also highly competitive.

This is Dave Eadon’s immaculate Targa Florio model — and comes in the most delicious shade of blue
to bless a BLMC car. The profile reveals a huge boot (or is that trunk?) and long bonnet, beneath
which, resides a 4.4-litre version of the venerable Rover V8 engine. The wedge shape is perfect for the
time (1973-1974), but one cannot help but think that a red paint job with white “Starsky and Hutch”
stripes would finish it off to perfection!
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Rear three-quarter view further reveals the innate “wedginess” of the design. As far a
one of only three surviving P76s in the UK — and the only Targa Florio version. Perhaps we deserved
more — the company did investigate importing them back into the UK as a belated replacement for the
Rover P5B. Could you have imagined Margaret Thatcher emerging from the back of one of these? No,

me neither!
